PHASE II: middle stage (scale number 3s and 2s)

FOCUS OF CARE: assess, recommend, educate and implement

AREA OF CARE: ADLs

	CONSIDERATIONS

· Assessment of assistive devices for upper and lower body activities (including built up utensils, dressing strategies, hand rail for bed, raised toilet seat, bath rails)

· BE PROACTIVE.

PSYCHOSOCIAL CONSIDERATIONS:

· Decreased independence is strongly related to increased frustration and depression

· There can be considerable grief and isolation related to reduction in social activities and sexual intimacy as independence decreases.

· Embarrassment and a sense of loss of independence can be associated with the need for more physical care.  

· Increased care required of family members, which can lead to caregiver burn out.

	WHAT TO EXPECT FROM CLINIC &/OR SOCIETY 

· The primary responsibility of the OT we have on staff is to assess, recommend, educate and implement equipment related to communication devices (face-to-face and/or written)

· The clinic relies heavily on community OTs to assess, recommend, educate and implement ADLs

· The clinic does provide EADLs (such as hands-free phones and call bells).  A small dispensing fee is charged for the loan of this equipment.  

· The clinic will provide support letters and prescriptions for equipment requests made to government programs or private insurance companies.

THE ALS SOCIETY EQUIPMENT PROGRAM:

· The ALS Society Manager will meet the patient and their family at the ALS Clinic and register the patient with the ALS Society (a pre-requisite to accessing funding and equipment).

· Equipment requests must be prescribed by a qualified health professional.

· Individuals requesting funding for the purchase or lease of equipment should obtain prior authorization from the ALS Society of Ontario.

THE CLINIC SOCIAL WORKER IS AVAILABLE:

· To discuss any issues or concerns related to the adjustment associated with decreased independence. 

· Coping strategies can be explored, as well as the social implications for the patient & family regarding any treatment or service decisions they are considering (or declining)

· The clinic social worker will assess the need for and recommend to patients and families that they utilize PSW (to help with things such as dressing, feeding, bathing).  The clinic will make an initial referral to the CCAC.  If patients have ongoing CCAC support the clinic will recommend they initiate request on their own.

· For those patients who are unable or do not want to die at home, the social worker will discuss placement options, such as hospice, nursing homes, & palliative care.

· If the patient’s plan is to die at home, the need for additional home help can be explored (i.e. provide list of private care agencies for live in nannies). 

· Our mentor program, which provides emotional & informational support to the caregiver, will also be offered.



	TIPS

· Velcro clothing and shoes

· Elasticated shoe laces

· Electric toothbrush

· Call bells: use baby monitors or door bells

· Focus on what the patient can still do independently

· Early introduction to PSW can help alleviate some of the anxiety associated with intimate tasks (that will be performed as disease progresses)
